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Policies and Responsibilities
Team Policies: 

a. Follow all standards set forth in the Male High School handbook.

b. You will not use any excuse to miss practice, whether class assignment or exam preparation.

c. You will not use an excuse to miss practice, whether drivers license, doctors appointment, dentist appointment, etc. to schedule off—only a valid injury or illness is excused.
d. It is to be clearly understood that each player must earn the opportunity to have playing time; there is absolutely no entitlement based on any criteria other then skill and ability.

Coaches Responsibility: 

a. Monitor player's Report Cards and ensure eligibility.

b. Give you the best possible baseball education, and to allow you the opportunity to develop your skills and make you more attractive to college coaches and scouts.

c. Placing players in a proper environment, both on and off the field, so that you may be allowed to enjoy your stay at Male High School.

d. Provide honest and fair assessment of player’s ability.

e. Place player in position best suited for him, based on the needs of the team.

Player Responsibility:
1. Conduct on and off the field: 

You will be expected to conduct yourself in a first class manner at school (functions), and on the field.  Below is a list of violation examples:

a. Any negative behavior reported and/or documented by Male High School staff.

b. Alcohol or drug use at any Male High School function.

c. Violation of dress code (i.e. not shaving, sagging) as described in the school handbook during any baseball sponsored activity, including out of town trips.

d. Profanity.

e. Abuse of school property or baseball equipment

f. Temper tantrums.

g. Insubordination.

h. Any behavior that undermines the goals of the team, program, coaches, or Male High School.

i. Use positive language when addressing adults ''Yes Sir'', 'Yes Ma'am'', etc.

Violation of any of the mentioned above is considered just cause for suspension and/or termination from the baseball program at the coaches' discretion. 

2. Tobacco chewing and smoking: 

a. No tobacco products will be allowed on or off the field.  If the player is caught using products, he will be suspended indefinitely.

3. Drinking alcoholic beverages: 

a. Drinking of alcoholic beverages will not be tolerated at school functions or on road trips. If caught, you will be suspended indefinitely.

4. Drugs: 

a. Only drugs allowed are those prescribed by a physician.

*If caught, the player will be suspended and/or removed from the team permanently. 

5. Practice and Game Schedule: 

a. All practice and pre-game schedules will be posted in locker room and dugout each day. You are required to read this and know exactly what your responsibilities are.

b. Allow yourself ample time for stretching in the outfield prior to practice.

c. No excuses will be accepted for being late unless we are told in advance. If you need to use the training room for treatment, this will be done prior to practice. Exceptions if notified in advance.

d. Anyone late to practice will be required to run fifty hills upon arrival.

e. No one will leave a practice session or game without proper approval of one of the coaches.

f. Having made the team, players accept the responsibility to be with their teams during Spring Break.

6. Fundraising Policies 

a. Having made the baseball team, you accept the responsibility for all fundraising activities, which work to benefit the baseball program as a whole.

b. Players, be careful not to misinterpret the responsibility of fundraising, by no means is playing time contingent of the amount of ''extra'' fundraising.  All fundraising is mandatory.

c. All policies are intended to promote the best interest of the players, coaches, and Male High School Baseball as a self-supported unit.

d. We are accountable for compliance with all policies set forth.

7. Uniforms: 

a. Uniforms are expected back in near pre-season condition; clean, folded and neatly placed in named papers or plastic bag.

b. Anyone not complying will have report card withheld.

Parents Responsibility: 

a. Recognize and accept your sons' role on the team.

b. Support the baseball program as needed in areas such as admission gate, concession stand, etc. throughout the entirety of the baseball season.

c. Support and participate in fundraising activities.

d. Maintain a professional attitude before, during, and after games.

e. There will be no parent coaching during the game, and absolutely no drinks brought to the dugout area.  Coolers will be available to the players.
